While many professionals argue that computing and IT involve much more programming by individuals working alone, structured laboratory exercises at many schools emphasize only programming.

Examples will illustrate exercises involving comparisons of problem-solving techniques or programming constructs, explanations of algorithms, experiments regarding correctness or efficiency, modification of existing programs, and discussions of styles as well as traditional programming activities.
